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“The Eggplant Rebellion” describes the chance of reforming the nation’s out-of-date farm programs. A few midwestern senators are proposing farm bills that benefit the large farms: four-fifths of the subsidies would go to one-fourth of the farmers (18). But this time around twenty eastern senators in the “Eggplant Caucus” are of a reform-oriented mindset, and offer the "best hope for a meaningful revision of the county's antiquated, ineffective, and manifestly unfair farm programs" (18). The reform-minded Senators of the Eggplant Caucus are avoiding the tradition of merely bowing to the wishes of the farm belt senators, finally promising a true chance at change. The new bills offer incentives based on "need rather than acreage," include many farm products (including eggplant), and include provisions for conservation--benefits for farmers everywhere (18).  
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
